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E. GENERAL ITEMS

1. Review, Discuss and Finalize Recommendation to the Board for Interim Budget Fiscal Year
2008-2009.
Reviewed Proposed 2008-2009 Proforma Budget. Chair Sadler reviewed area agency Cost of 
Living Adjustment (COLA) comparison.  Urban Wage Earner’s Index (Western Urban) as of 
April 30, 2008 = 3.8% vs. (All Cities) = 4.2%. Committee to propose 3.45% COLA wage 
adjustment based on average COLA given by local area agencies.

Committee to propose 10% water rate increase, base charge and per 1,000 gallon charge.  
Committee is also proposing $3.32 per month Repair Replacement Surcharge.  Said surcharge is 
the amount of annual depreciation divided by number of accounts ($13.22). Committee is 
recommending 25% of $13.22 ($3.32) and is proposing Repair Replacement Surcharge to 
increase by 25% increments to total amount ($13.22) over four years.  The Repair Replacement 
funds shall be “restricted” funds, to be utilized only for repair or replacement of existing water 
system infrastructure.

These recommendations shall be contained in a full report to the Board of Directors and are 
subject to Board approval and Proposition 218 compliance.
